Image 2: Hyperechoic islands and myometrial cysts 
are direct sonographic features of adenomyosis.

Image 3: Echogenic subendometrial lines or 
buds projecting into the adjacent myometrium, a 
characteristic sonographic feature of adenomyosis.

Image 4: Ultrasound image of posteriortoanterior 
uterine wall thickness ratio > 1, suggesting 
asymmetry associated with adenomyosis.

Image 5: Fanshaped acoustic shadowing of the 
myometrium, a characteristic sonographic feature 
of adenomyosis.

Image 6: Translesional vascularity traversing areas 
of abnormal myometrium on power Doppler, 
supporting a diagnosis of adenomyosis.
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Image 7: Irregular outline of the endometrial cavity 
with loss of clear myometrial junctional zone in the 
fundal region. 

Ovaries

Image 8: “Kissing ovaries” fixed in the midline, 
a feature strongly associated with advanced 
endometriosis.

Image 9: Ovaries fixed together in the posterior 
compartment.

Image 10: Unilocular cysts are a feature of ovarian 
endometriomas.

Image 11: Diffuse low‑level internal echoes 
giving a “ground‑glass” appearance, a hallmark 
sonographic feature of an endometrioma.
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Image 12: Low‑level homogeneous internal echoes 
within a cystic ovarian lesion, absence of internal 
vascularity, classic features of an endometrioma.

Hydrosalpinx and haematosalpinx

Image 13: Transvaginal ultrasound image 
demonstrating a dilated, fluid‑filled fallopian tube 
(hydrosalpinx).

Image 14: Transvaginal ultrasound image 
demonstrating a fluidfilled fallopian tube, 
consistent with hydrosalpinx.

Image 15: Transvaginal ultrasound image 
demonstrating a dilated fallopian tube containing 
echogenic fluid consistent with haematosalpinx.
